Organizations returning from their spring break with five school days or less before their region 
festivals are permitted to apply to another region for participation.  School administered 
standardized testing required by the Arkansas Department of Education or conflicts with student 
participation in other Arkansas Department of Education or Arkansas Activities Association 
events shall be considered legitimate reasons for changing regions.  Any other extenuating 
circumstances may be considered by the Rules Committee.   

 
 Send a copy of this application to the chair of the region you desire to attend (or the Rules 

Committee for extenuating circumstances) AND the ASBOA Office by Feb. 1.   
 This written application must be signed by the band director and the principal or superintendent.  

Schools which are on spring break during their region solo/ensemble contests are also eligible for 
changing regions.
